General safety rules
WARNING! Read all safety warnings,
instructions, illustrations and specifica-
tions provided with this power tool.

The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your

mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-operat-

ed (cordless) power tool.

Work area safety

* Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or
dark areas invite accidents.

* Do not operate power tools in explosive atmos-
pheres, such as in the presence of flammable lig-
uids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which
may ignite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away while oper-
ating T power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

Electrical safety

* Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter
plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Un-
modified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

» Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

* Do not expose power tools to rain or wet condi-
tions. Water entering a power tool will increase the risk
of electric shock.

* Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for
carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or
moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase
the risk of electric shock.

* When operating a power tool outdoors, use an
extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a
cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of elec-
tric shock.

 If operating a power tool in a damp location is
unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD)
protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk
of electric shock. NOTE! The term "residual current
device (RCD)" may be replaced by the term "ground
fault circuit interrupter (GFCI)" or "earth leakage circuit
breaker (ELCB)".

* Warning! Never touch the exposed metal sur-
faces on gearbox, shield, and so on because touch-

ing metal surfaces will be interfered with the elec-
tromagnetic wave, thus causing potential injury or
accidents.

Personal safety

* Remove any adjusting key or wrench before
turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key left at-
tached to a rotating part of the power tool may result
in personal injury.

* Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and bal-
ance at all times. This enables better control of the
power tool in unexpected situations.

* Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or
jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves
away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or
long hair can be caught in moving parts.

« If devices are provided for the connection of
dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure
these are connected and properly used. Use of dust
collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

» Do not let familiarity gained from frequent use of
tools allow you to become complacent and ignore
tool safety principles. A careless action can cause
severe injury within a fraction of a second.

* Warning! Power tools can produces an elec-
tromagnetic field during operation. This field may
under some circumstances interfere with active or
passive medical implants.

Power tool use and care

» The persons with lowered psychophysical or men-
tal aptitudes as well as children can not operate the
power tool, if they are not supervised or instructed
about use of the power tool by a person responsible
for their safety.

The correct power
tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which
it was designed.

* Do not use the power tool if the switch does
not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be
repaired.

« Disconnect the plug from the power source and /
or the battery pack from the power tool before mak-
ing any adjustments, changing accessories, or

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storing power tools. Such preventive safety measures
reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

« Store idle power tools out of the reach of chil-
dren and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the
power tool or these instructions to operate the
power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands
of untrained users.

* Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or
binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any
other condition that may affect the power tool's op-
eration. If damaged, have the power tool repaired
before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained power tools.

« Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly
maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are
less likely to bind and are easier to control.

* Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits
etc. in accordance with these instructions, taking
into account the working conditions and the work
to be performed. Use of the power tool for operations
different from those intended could result in a hazard-
ous situation.

» Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry, clean
and free from oil and grease. Slippery handles and
grasping surfaces do not allow for safe handling and
control of the tool in unexpected situations.

» Note that when you operate a power tool, please
hold the auxiliary handle correctly, which is helpful
when controlling the power tool. Therefore, proper
holding can reduce the risk of accidents or injuries.

Battery tool use and care

* Recharge only with the charger specified by the
manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for one type
of battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with
another battery pack.

« Use power tools only with specifically
designated battery packs. Use of any other battery
packs may create a risk of injury and fire.

* When battery pack is not in use, keep it away
from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins,
keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects,
that can make a connection from one terminal to
another. Shorting the battery terminals together may
cause burns or a fire.

* Under abusive conditions, liquid may be
ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If contact
accidentally occurs, flush with water. If liquid
contacts eyes, additionally seek medical help. Liquid
ejected from the battery may cause irritation or burns.

Service

» Follow instruction for lubricating and changing ac-
cessories.

Special safety warnings

» Hold power tool by insulated gripping surfaces,
when performing an operation where the cutting
accessory may contact hidden wiring or its own
cord. Cutting accessory contacting a "live" wire may
make exposed metal parts of the power tool "live" and
could give the operator an electric shock.

» Wear ear protectors Exposure to noise can cause
hearing loss.

Safety guidelines during power tool op-
eration

» The workpiece shall be fastened. Fixed devices or vice
shall be used to fasten the workpiece, which will be more
secure than holding the workpiece with your hands.

» Considering that asbestos may cause cancer, as-
bestos - containing materials shall not be processed.
» The power tool could be put down only after the
parts of power tool is completely static. Accessory
on the power tool might be clamped during work,
which may make it difficult for you to control the
power tool.

» Appropriate detector shall be used to find the
location of hidden power wires. Or you should obtain
relevant information from local power supply unit.
Drilling electric wires will cause fire and electric shock.
Damaged gas pipe will cause exploration. If water pipes
are punctured, damage will be caused to property.

* In case a accessory installed on the power tool
is clamped, you shall shut down the power tool and
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stay calm. At that time, the power tool will produce
extremely high reactive torque thus resulting in return
stroke. The accessory installed on the power tool are
likely to be clamped, for example: hypercharge of
power tool or skewing of accessory installed on the
power tool during work.

* If hidden electric wires or power lines of the power
tool itself might be cut off during work, you must hold
the insulated handle to operate the power tool. When
the power tool is in touch with a charged line, the metal
parts on the power tool will conduct electricity and may
cause the operator to get an electric shock.

» During work, you must tightly hold the power tool
and ensure you stand firmly. You should hold the
power tool with your hands.

* When operating and using the power tool, you can
only hold switch position of the main handle rather than
other parts.

» Avoid stopping an power tool motor when loaded.
* Never remove any chips or fragments with your
power tool's motor running.

» Use accessories without defects - it will make work-
ing with the power tool easier.

» The madification of the drill bits design and the use
of removable orifices and accessories not envisaged
for this power tool is strictly forbidden.

» Do not apply excessive pressure when operating the
power tool - it can jam the drill bit and overload the engine.
* Do not allow drill bits to jam in the material pro-
cessed. If this occurs, do not try to release them by
means of the power tool engine. This can put the pow-
er tool out of order.

« Striking out drill bits jammed in the material pro-
cessed with a hammer or other objects is strictly for-
bidden - metal fragments can hurt both the operator
and the people nearby.

» Avoid overheating your power tool, when using it for
a long time.

Installation and regulation of power tool
elements

Before execution of any procedures, centre the
reverse switch 8.
Do not draw up the fastening ele-
ments too tight to avoid damaging the
thread.

Mounting / dismounting / setting-up of
some elements is the same for all power
tool models, in this case specific models
are not indicated in the illustration.

Mounting / replacement of accessories (see fig. 1)

With long-term use the drill bit may be-
come very warm; use gloves to remove it.

* Open the jaws of the keyless chuck 1, rotating its
front part as shown in figure 1.

» Mount / replace the accessory.

» Tighten the keyless chuck 1 without skewing the
accessory as it is shown in figure 1.

Mounting / dismounting of the keyless chuck (see
fig. 2-3)

» Tomountthe keyless chuck 1, carry out the operations
in consecutive stages as it is shown in figure 2.

« To dismount the keyless chuck 1, carry out the
operations in consecutive stages as it is shown in
figure 3.

Screwdriver bit / magnetic holder (see fig. 4)

Attention: keep in mind that in the
process of mounting / dismounting of
the keyless chuck 1 the screw 15 has a
left-hand thread.

For short screwdriver bits use the magnetic holder 16
for their reliable fixing (see fig. 4).

A magnetic holder 16 is not needed for extended screw-
driver bits 12 (specially purposed for screwdrivers).

Charging procedure of the power tool
battery

Initial operating of the power tool
The power tool is supplied with a partially charged

battery 2. Before the first use, the battery 2 must
be fully charged.

Do not work under the charging
status!

Charging process (see fig. 5-7)

» Centre the reverse switch 8.
* Press the batterylock3 (forAD-12.2A/12.14B/1660BL-
twobattery locks 3) and remove the battery 2 (see fig. 5-8).

+ Connect the power unit 13 to the charger 14(fig.5).
Connect the power unit 13 to the power supply.

Charger indicators (see fig. 5)

* The indicator 17 (of the charger 14) informsabout the
progress of the charging process of the battery 2 (see
Fig.5).

* The indicator 17 glows green, the battery emulator 2 is
not inserted into the charger 14-the charger 14 and the
power supply 13 are connected to the mains (ready for
gharging).

The indicator 17 glows red, the accumulator 2 is
inserted into the charger 14 - the process of charging the
battery 2 is underway.

Indicator 17 glows green, accumulator 2 is inserted into
the charger 14 - ac-battery 2 is fully charged.c The
indicator 17 glows red (blinks),the battery 2 is inserted
into the charger 14 the charging process of the battery 2
is stopped dueto its malfunction. Replace the faulty
accumulator 2, its further uses prohibited.

Indicators 18 (of the battery 2) inform about charging
process of the battery 2 (see fig. 6).

» Power unit 13 is connected to the battery 2, indica-
tors 18 lights red (one by one) - the battery 2 is being
charged.

» Power unit 13 is connected to the battery 2, all in-
dicators 18 lights red - the battery 2 is fully charged.
Some time later indicators 18 will be turns off to save
energy.

» Power unit 13 is connected to the battery 2, indica-
tors 18 not lights - the charging process of the battery 2
is terminated because of its failure. Replace the faulty
battery 2, its further use is prohibited.

Charger indicators 19 and 20 inform of the battery 2
charging process. Signals of the indicators 19 and 20
are shown on the label 21 (see fig. 9.1-9.3).

« Fig. 9.1 - (the green indicator 20 is on, the battery 2
is not inserted in the charger 14) - the charger 14 is
connected to the power network (ready for charging).
» Fig. 9.2 - (the red indicator 19 is on, the battery 2
is inserted in the charger 14) - the battery 2 is being
charged.

» Fig. 9.3 - (the green indicator 20 is on, the battery 2 is
inserted in the charger 14) - the battery 2 is fully charged.

In the process of charging the battery 2

and the charger 14 become hot, it is a
normal process.

Switching on/off the electron-string

Make sure that the reverse switch 8 is notin the middle
position, since in thiscase the on/off switch 7is blocked.

Switching on:

Press on / off switch 7.
Switching off:

Release the on / off switch 7.

Design features of the power tool
Battery (see fig. 10-11)

The battery 2 is protected by the safety system against
deep discharge. In case of complete discharge, the pow-
er tool is automatically switched off. Attention: do not
try to switch on the power tool when the protection
system is activated the battery 2 can be damaged.

With the push of the button 22 the indicators 18 show
the state of charge of the battery 2 (see fig. 10-11).
If by pressing the button 22, the indicators 18 do not
light, this can occur for the following reasons:
» battery 2 is completely discharged (the process of
charging battery 2 will occur in normal mode);
» battery 2 is damaged (battery 2 cannot be
charged, it must be replaced);
 the temperature of battery 2 is too high or too low
(it is necessary to normalize the temperature, after
which the process of charging battery 2 will occur in
normal mode).

Temperature protection

The temperature protection system enables to auto-
matically deactivate the power tool in case of excess
load or when the temperature of the battery 2 is ex-
ceeding 70°C. The system guarantees protection of
the power tool from damage in case of noncompliance
with the operation conditions.

LED lamp

When the on / off switch 7 is pushed, the LED lamp 4
is automatically switched on that allows to carry out
works in low light conditions.

Torque regulator

Rotate the regulator 5 in order to set one of the
torque values most suitable for the work performed.

Itis recommended to set the torque regulator 5
into the position "Drill" to perform drilling.

Stepless speed adjustment

Speed is controlled from 0 to maximum by
pressing force of on / off switch 7. Weak
pressing results in low revolutions, which
enable a smooth power tool switch-on.

Step speed selector switch

Attention: one can only change the revo-
lutions per minute range after the engine
fully stops.
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In order to choose the "1" gear, move the switch 5
back. This mode is used for the fastening of screws or
for large diameter hole drilling.

In order to choose the "2" gear, move the switch 5
forward. This mode is used for speed drilling of small
diameter holes.

Changing the rotational directions (see fig. 12)

A\

Clockwise rotation (drilling, fastening of screws) - move
the reverse switch 8 to the left as it is shown in fig. 12.1.

Counter clockwise rotation (unscrewing the
screws) - move the reverse switch 8 to the right as it is
shown in fig. 12.2.

Change the direction of rotation only after
a full stop of the motor, acting otherwise
may cause damage to the power tool.

Break rundown

Break rundown stops the keyless chuck 1 immediately
after the power tool is turned off. This helps to avoid
an excessive tightening of the bolts and screws and
prevents work pieces, screwdriver bits and slots of fas-
tening elements from being damaged.

Recommendations on the power tool
operation

Drilling (see fig. 13-14)

» Grease the drill bit regularly when drilling holes in met-
als (except drilling non-ferrous metals and their alloys).

* When drilling hard metals, apply more force to the
power tool and lower the rotation speed.

* When drilling large diameter holes in metal, first drill
a hole with a smaller diameter and ream it till the nec-
essary diameter (see. fig. 13.1).

» In order to avoid splitting of the surface at an exit
point of a drill bit when drilling holes in wood, follow the
instructions shown in figure 13.2.

* In order to decrease dust production when drilling
Pole154in walls and ceilings, take actions indicated in
ig. 14.

Screwing the screws (see fig. 15)

» To make fastening of screws easier and in order to
prevent cracking of the work pieces, first drill a hole
with a diameter equal to 2/3 of a diameter of the screw.
 If you are connecting work pieces with the help of
screws, in order to achieve durable joint without get-
ting cracks, fracturing or layering, take actions shown
in figure 15.

Power tool maintenance / preventive
measures

Before execution of any procedures, centre the re-
verse switch 8.

Battery maintenance instruction
» Charge timely before the battery 2 is completely

exhausted. Stop operation in low power and charge
it immediately.

» Do not overcharge when the battery 2 is full, other-
wise it will shorten the life time.

» Charge battery 2 in the room temperature of 10°C
to 40° C(50 F to 104°F).

» Charge battery 2 every 6 months without operation
for a long time.

» Replace worn out batteries in time. Decline of pro-
duction or a significantly shorter runtime of the power
tool after charging indicates aging of the battery 2 and
the need for replacement. It should be taken into ac-
count that the battery 2 may discharge faster if the
works take place in the temperature below 0°C.

+ In case of long time storage without use, it is recom-
mended to store the battery 2 at room temperature, it
should be charged to 50%.

Cleaning of the power tool

An indispensable condition for a safe long-term exploi-
tation of the power tool is to keep it clean. Regularly
flush the power tool with compressed air thought the
ventilation slots 9.
